I was amazed 
at the destruction, but more impressed by the living 
example it provided of what a great group of people live in 
this community.  Despite the obvious damage, the 
neighborhood talk was about everyoneõs well-being. 
Neighbors asked neighbors everywhere; are you okédo 
you need help? 
 

As I drove around Lake Pine there were people 
everywhere, chatting and smiling.  A lot of the talk was of 
where they were when the storm hit.  The sound, guessed 
to be that of a tornado, was discussed over and over again.  
Then the work began.  Story after story about neighbor 
helping neighbor, chainsaws in hand to help deal with the 
aftermath.  One of my neighbors commented that they 
saw people they hadnõt seen in years. 
 

Itõs this sense of community that makes Lake Pine an 
amazing place to live and raise children.  Itõs also the 
reason I volunteered to edit the Pine Needle.  Already I 
have met a considerable amount of wonderful people that 
I otherwise would not have had the fortune to meet.
